callersversion() is how [M-2] version is made to work. Say that you have written function

real matrix useful(real matrix A, real scalar k)

and assume that useful() aborts with error if A is void. You wrote useful() in the days of
Stata 17. For Stata 18, you want to change useful() so that it returns J(0,0,.) if A is void, but
you want to maintain the current behavior for old Stata 17 callers and programs. You do that as
follows:

real matrix useful(real matrix A, real scalar k)
{

if (callersversion()>=18) {
if (rows(A)==0 | cols(A)==0) return(J(0,0,.))

}

}
